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Why Covenant?

At Cross of Christ we believe that loving God with all your heart, soul, and
mind; and loving others as yourself is what it means to be church (Matthew
22:37-40). Covenant, which is actually a Biblical word that implies meaning-
ful relationship, is simply a way of declaring that loving God and others is, in
fact, a serious reality in your life.

What is a Covenant Member?

A Covenant Member is one who desires to be a part of our Christian commu-
nity as we walk alongside each other, intersecting our lives with the love of
Jesus. Member is not used in the sense of joining a club, but rather recog-
nizing oneself as a member of the body of Christ. By coveting together we
are making a spiritual agreement between God and His people (the church)
to do our part in helping each other grow, so that the whole body is healthy
and growing and full of love (Ephesians 4:15-16). For while we are not per-
fect, we believe that God in His amazing love has saved us by grace,
through faith, in the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ - to live as a
community of grace and love.

(Covenant Members over the age of 18 are the voting body of the church.)

The Hebrew word for covenant,
bert, is a relational term used to
illustrate the firm commitment of
God to His people and the
expectations that God has
for His people in living in
relationship to Him and others.
